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Prevent radioactive materials
from being released outside
the reactor building.

Cool the reactor coolant
and spent fuel pool water to
maintain a low temperature.

Suppression pool A hydrogen explosion blew off
the top side of the reactor
building and damaged the fuel
rods, resulting in a partial loss
of the containment function.
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Loss of power to the pumps in .
order to cool the reactor and Residual heat removal
spent fuel pool resulted in the . system pump
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Seawater pump

Shut down the reactor by inserting
all control rods to prevent neutrons
from causing nuclear fission.
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
